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MALE #1:  . . . three basis.

JOHNSON:  Yeah. 

MALE #1:  And we were there, active with (INAUDIBLE).

JOHNSON:  Yeah I’ve talked Graham.  I talked to Russell and to Hale and somebody else.

MALE #1:  Yeah.  Well, Russell wasn’t there today.

JOHNSON:  Yeah, he – he . . . 

MALE #1:  He was like me he was out – he was lobbying on this other job point and I was busy raising $75,000 in Florida.

JOHNSON:  That’s good.

MALE #1:  (INAUDIBLE), which we raised.

JOHNSON:  Yeah, wonderful.

MALE #1:  And I got that fellow that we talked about, remember just a little bit, he comes from Virginia.  He’s coming in.

JOHNSON:  Good.

MALE #1:  But anyway you got the picture that it looks – (INAUDIBLE).  Did you talk to Clint?

JOHNSON:  No I’m going to though, but I’ve got the attorney general here with me and as soon as I finish with the meeting I was going to call him.

MALE #1:  Well all right.  Okay I would just – you might be better if you talked with him yourself.  Well I talked with him and he told me what happened (INAUDIBLE).  So I’m going to talk with Barrett and I talked with Wilbur Cohen and everybody there under the impression that it looks worse now than it has looked and Clint’s of the opinion that it should just wind itself out and not (INAUDIBLE) anything.  He thinks that would be the best.  Now Wilbur Cohen does not necessarily.

Of course Bird is – he’s against any of it.  So he would see him trying to wind it out.  House people might just pass the bill on the grounds that they would forever (INAUDIBLE) of medical care because you’d use up those valuable points they say.  I haven’t really come to any conclusion.  I mean what is best for you?  I have a feeling that Clint’s probably right (INAUDIBLE) better issue than sometimes than it is a fact.  It looks like now they’re going to be able to recess (INAUDIBLE) Saturday night.

JOHNSON:  That’s good.  Okay, my friend, thank you and I’ll be in touch with you.
