Speaker:  Federal Security Administrator, Oscar Ewing, promoted the plan.

Administrator Ewing:  It’s simply that here is a particular group that people over sixty-five years of age, who have more sickness than the average, who have less money with which to pay for it, and who have less money with which to buy voluntary insurance.  [Mr. Ewing emphasizes his points with emphatic hand gestures.]  And I would urge this program in order to take care of them.
