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President Johnson:  Hello?

Male Voice:  Hello?

President Johnson:  Doctor?

Male Voice:  Yes?

President Johnson:  Lyndon Johnson.

Male Voice:  Oh, how do you do, Mr. President?  I certainly want to congratulate you.

President Johnson:  I wanted to thank you.  That’s why I called because I saw you on TV, and I was grateful for your confidence.  And I’m so appreciate of your help.

Male Voice:  It was a pleasure to do it.  I felt that the MacArthurs did a terrific job with the scientists and engineers.  Made it seem like a pleasure to be working on the campaign.

President Johnson:  Well, you gave us great comfort and strength by your joining us, and I wanted you to know that I appreciate it very, very much.

Male Voice:  I certainly appreciate this.  You might interested that on ABC yesterday, we taped a half of a half hour event for Medicare, which ABC is putting on on Sunday afternoon.

President Johnson:  Oh, I’ll watch it.  I’ll watch it.

Male Voice:  Going on to the next step.

President Johnson:  You remember what the program it’s on, what they call it?

Male Voice:  It’s something “Issues.”

President Johnson:  Yeah, Answers and Issues – Issues and Answers.

Male Voice:  It’s set for Sunday afternoon.  You’ll be interested – first, they had expert analysis of the AMA to take the other half of the program, and when he found that I was going to do the other half, he or the AMA withdrew him.  They said that they didn’t want the country to get the impression that the medical profession was split on this issue.  Then they got – ABC got Senator Tower of Texas, and he called – this was to be taped yesterday afternoon.  Then Tower called up ABC yesterday morning and said that Texas was a shambles, and that he couldn’t come up to do it.  So they finally got Congressman Curtis.  He was doing it some time today – he’s doing the taping today.

President Johnson:  That is very, very interesting, Ken.  I’m so grateful to you for doing it, and I want to thank you again for your wonderful help in the campaign.

Male Voice:  Thanks for calling.

President Johnson:  And I’ll try to be worthy of your confidence.

Male Voice:  Oh, I’ve got great confidence.  

President Johnson:  Thank you so much.
