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Male Voice:  [Inaudible] reporting [inaudible] instructed the Chairman to introduce a clean bill, and then the Committee meets tomorrow to actually report it out officially.  But the bill will be formally introduced.  See, there’s no bill introduced yet.  We introduce tomorrow at 12:00.

President Johnson:  All right.  Now, what you’re now is confidential until tomorrow.

Male Voice:  Well, it’ll be all over the newspapers tonight because Mr. Mills’ Committee is releasing a factual summary of the bill.

President Johnson:  Ask him if it’s all right for me to congratulate him.

Male Voice:  He’s nodding his head.  He says it’s perfectly all right.

President Johnson:  I don’t want to jump the gun.

Male Voice:  Mr. Mills says go right ahead.

President Johnson:  I don’t want him to work hard and do a good job, and I want you to say in this statement that is even a better bill that we had expected, and they’ve done a wonderful job.  And point out his services and so on and so forth.

Male Voice:  Now, both the Chairman and Mr. Albert are saying that in the statement something that you hope a lot of Republicans will vote for this.

President Johnson:  Oh, yes.  That’s right.  You just go off and dictate stuff as quick as you can because the press will be leaving over here.  

Male Voice: [Inaudible].

President Johnson:  Marie Fehmer – F-E-H-M-E-R.  Fehmer - F-E-H-M-E-R.  Just tell him give him my personal secretary, Ms. Fehmer.

Male Voice:  Thank you.  I will do so right away.

President Johnson:  Now, is Wilbur still there?

Male Voice:  Yes, sir.

President Johnson:  Let me talk to him.

Male Voice:  Yes, sir.  Now, [inaudible] is supposed to get you that bill on this Canadian thing, state or Treasury?

Male Voice:  It was a combination of both of them.  If you want me to do, I’ll run it down.

President Johnson:  Please do, and tell them that I’m just raising hell.  You haven’t even got a bill.  And say, “Good God almighty, I don’t want to tell the President you don’t have a bill, but he told y’all March the 15th to have every bill drawn and have them up there.”  And say that, “They’re already over here.  Seven reporters today wanting a box score and wanting to know why we haven’t passed anything but Appalachia.”  I said, “You just wait till Easter and I’ll talk to you Easter.”  So.

Male Voice:  They may have it up there.  Let me check first.

President Johnson:  Well, you check it, and if they don’t have you tell whoever it is, and then if you can, call Jack [inaudible] and I’ll twist their tail.

Male Voice:  All right.  I’ll call him back.

President Johnson:  All right.

Male Voice:  ‘Bye.
