· You now receive retirement benefits or SSI benefits based on age; or

· You get widow's or widower's benefits and have reached full retirement age; or
· Your Social Security benefits based on disability or blindness have been restored and you qualify for a new Ticket to Work; or

· We have made the maximum payments to an employment network on your Ticket to Work.
